& REPORT OF THE BOARD OF EXAMINING CHAPLAINS

In compliance with the national and diocesan canons, members of the Board of Examining Chaplains are appointed
by the Bishop Ordinary and serve at his pleasure. The Board is tasked with examining by written and oral means
candidates for the diaconate, presbyterate, and the Order of Deaconesses. The Board as well examines ministers in
the process of reception from other churches and selects the annual recipient of the Holy Nativity Scholarship Fund.

The Board conducts in-person oral examinations the day before each annual Synod. Interim in-person oral
examinations may be considered in situations of unusual urgency confirmed by the Ordinary.
